This is a new archeological museum dedicated to children for the understanding of the ancient Maya culture of Copán, and of the environment of this region. Explanations about Maya letters and calculations, a videotape of the Ballgame called Pelota, the reconstruction of an excavation site are inside along with food and kitchen utensils from the Mayan age displayed with signs in English, Spanish and Chorti(Maya dialect spoken in the neighbor of Copán).Located at the old military headquarters which was renovated in March 2008. This spot offers you one of the best views of the town and valley of Copan Ruins.

You can find more than 30 species of Honduran butterflies and also more than 200 species of Honduran orchids.

This museum was founded in 1939 and is
located next to City Hall in front of the 
Central Park. It houses many interesting 
artifacts from the Archeological site such
as a complete original bench from 
inside a house, weapons and utensil made 
from obsidian, pottery statues, carved 
human bones, teeth incrusted with jade and 
much more.

This little museum is well worth visiting.

The area is divided into two sides by the river. The road side has two large pools, a small camp and a hut for refreshments with a bathhouse. And the opposite side has a spa area designed for visitors to enjoy the Mayan ambiance with relaxing massages, natural therapy of hot waters and nature trail in the forest.
A little Maya Chorti village on the hilltops overlooking the Copan valley is where local indigenous women produce  small dolls made of dried and brightly painted corn leaves .They also weave the colorful designed textiles in the workshops where the visitors are allowed to experience the weaving and can purchase the finished products. Nearby are mysterious stone sculptures called Los Sapos (the toads). It is a ceremonial site related to fertility and birth in the Maya times.

The park has an impressive collection of Central and South American birds. Including Macaws, Toucans and Parrots that have been rescued from captivity. There is a very pleasant nature trail that enables visitors to watch wild birds, butterflies and squirrels.

These are the famous ruins consisting of temples and residences from the Copan dynasty that prospered from the 4th century to the 8th century. Copan has been referred to as the most beautiful and well preserved of all the Maya cities. Even today there are excavations, restorations and conservations being carried out by the archeologists. When inside be sure to notice the Great Plaza, the famous Ball Court, the Hieroglyphic Stairway, the Acropolis, the Tunnels, and the Museum of Maya sculptures.
This museum exhibits a variety of sculptures excavated from the archeological site of Copan. You can appreciate the masterpieces constructed by the Mayan architects and artists.　Perhaps the most impressive is the real size replica of the temple
Rosalila which was known as the Temple of the Sun. You can clearly imagine how the Maya temples were decorated and painted in the ancient Mayan era. This is a must for every visitor.
